Gina too!  The women were so grateful that tears filled their eyes and often they 

would tell us how they had been praying for a woman to come and teach them.  

Gina was quickly given a “Pele”(Tribal) Liberian name, “Yahma”. This is not too 

common for someone to be so well accepted, so it was an exciting moment for her.
